RIGHT GRAPEVINE 
1  Step right foot to the right 
2  Cross left foot behind right 
3  Step right foot to the right 
4  Kick left foot 
 
LEFT GRAPEVINE 
5  Step left foot to the left 
6  Cross right foot behind left 
7  Step left foot to the left 
8  Kick right foot 
 
FOUR STEPS FORWARD 
9   Step right foot forward 
10  Step left foot forward 
11  Step right foot forward 
12  Step left foot forward 
 
JAZZ BOX 
13  Cross right foot in front of left foot 
14  Step left foot back 
15  Step right foot to the right side 
16  Step left foot next to right foot 
 
TWO SHUFFLES FORWARD 
17&18  Right shuffle forward: step right, left, right 
19&20  Left shuffle forward: step left, right, left 
 
STEP, PIVOT ½, STOMP, STOMP 
21  Step right foot forward 
22  Pivot ½ turn to the left (change weight to left foot) 
23  Stomp right foot next to left 
24  Stomp left foot next to right 
 
REPEAT 
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
